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This dialogue which happened to be present in all previous dialogues is an exhibition featuring works by Alli Melanson, Ivan Cheng,
Libby Rothfeld, sgp, and Vijay Masharani presented at Alyssa Davis Gallery. Each of these works observes a threshold of
transition. Typically such words in gallery settings are fraught with drama, and are erudite, non-alarmist ways of referencing
rapid societal change. In this setting these transitions can be modest, or they can be unprecedented, but they are joined
together through a sense of calm observation and dispassionate insight which prevails in these pieces. It is important to note
that these are not judgements of the aesthetics of each work, which are varied and often decidedly not dispassionate or calm,
but intimations of a frame of mind shared by the artists. These works perform, record, access, engage, document, and entrap,
embalming the viewer within the gallery space. 1% dialogue which happened to be present in all other dialogues is a network into
which the viewer enters and is caught in a space of tension and nostalgia.

Alli Melanson was born March 29th 1987 in what is currently called "Creston, BC, Canada”, weighing 7 Ibs 13 0z and measuring 49 cm.
Her location, weight and length continue to change over time.

The performances of Ivan Cheng are incomplete, failing, desperate, and riddled with absence. They use his variously trained performing
body, incanting texts that foreground subjectivity in monologues and dialogues. Identities of other interlocutors become embedded through
rehearsal, dialogue, and entrustment. Without deluded presupposition of being for everyone, Cheng’s practice is invested in questions
around publics and accessibility. He holds an MFA in Critical Studies (Sandberg Instituut), having previously studied at the Royal
Academy of Music and Sydney Conservatorium of Music. Past presentations of his texts have occurred at Les Urbaines (Lausanne),
Volksbithne Roter Salon (Berlin), Oude Kerk (Amsterdam), Belvedere21 (Vienna), MuHKA (Antwerp), Nacionaliné dailés galerija
(Vilnius), Unsound Festival (Krakow), Carriageworks (Sydney), Federation Square (Melbourne). He also works as a performer, clarinettist,
dramaturg, and since 2017 has initiated project space bologna.cc in Amsterdam.

Libby Rothfeld (b. 1990, New Brunswick, New Jersey; lives and works in Queens, New York) received her BFA from New York
